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 Abstract

 International conflicts have always been a big challenge for global legal systems and international security.  One of the vital dimensions of these conflicts is the Impact of human rights, which plays a key role In resolving conflicts and especially in maintaining global peace and security.  This article tries to examine the role of human rights in solving international conflicts and analyze the challenges and solutions available in this field.  First, the concept and history of human rights in International law are discussed and then the most effective tools available for integrating human rights In the conflict resolution process are examined.  The results show that the convergence of human rights with international legal processes can help strengthen International peace and justice.

 

1.  Introduction

 Throughout history, international conflicts, especially wars and political crises, have created serious threats to world peace.  In such circumstances, human rights, as one of the main pillars of international law, play an important role In determining the principles and regulations that must be considered In order to prevent human rights violations and improve the human condition in war zones and crises.  Many International organizations, including the United Nations, have tried to include human rights In the international conflict resolution process by developing legal instruments such as conventions and protocols and make It an essential element in global peace and security.
2.  Human rights and international conflicts

 Human rights refers to a set of legal principles and rules whose purpose is to protect human dignity and provide justice for people at the global level.  Human rights are particularly effective in resolving international conflicts at two key levels: preventing human rights violations during conflicts and ensuring the reconstruction and improvement of the human condition after conflicts end.

 • Preventive role of human rights: One of the basic components of human rights In the context of International conflicts is to prevent the beginning of human crises.  This is possible through strengthening the economic, social, cultural, civil and political rights of people around the world.  In this regard, the following can be mentioned:

 The example of Syria: Before the start of the civil war In Syria, human rights violations were observed in this country, especially in the government-dominated areas, such as the suppression of protesters and the use of violence against civilians.  If preventive measures and human rights violations were noticed sooner, perhaps the spread of the conflict could have been prevented.

 O Example of Yemen: In the war in Yemen, human rights violations by all parties have aggravated the humanitarian crisis and caused a large number of people to flee to neighboring countries.  Failure to apply international humanitarian law, especially in the use of chemical weapons and bombing of civilian areas, has catastrophically worsened humanitarian conditions.
• The role of human rights after conflict: after the occurrence of conflicts, human rights can be considered in the context of rebuilding the affected communities and creating sustainable peace through transitional justice mechanisms and reconstruction measures.  In this section, guaranteeing the rights of victims of human rights violations and justice for them should be prioritized.

 The example of Rwanda: After the Rwandan genocide, the process of reconstruction and peace building in this country was strongly accompanied by attention to human rights and fair trials, especially by Rwandan special courts and international courts.

 

3.  Challenges in the implementation of human rights in international conflicts

 While human rights can play a vital role in international conflict resolution, there are several challenges in its Implementation:

 • Political and social restrictions: Some governments do not want to implement human rights principles in international conflicts due to political or economic interests.  This Is especially evident in conflicts over natural resources or specific ideologies.
The example of Palestine and Israel: In the conflict between Palestine and Israel, human rights violations are observed on both sides of the conflict from different sides.  This conflict, especially in the field of Palestinian and Israeli citizens' rights, is facing great challenges that many international measures cannot have a tangible effect on.

 • Lack of enforcement mechanisms: Despite the formulation of international covenants and treaties, the effective implementation of human rights in crisis situations Is effectively ignored due to the lack of enforcement and monitoring mechanisms.

 The example of Myanmar: The Rohingya crisis in Myanmar Is one of the most prominent cases of human rights violations, especially in the context of racial and religious discrimination against the Rohingya Muslim minority.  International organizations, including the United Nations, are facing many challenges in applying sanctions and effective measures to pressure the Myanmar government in line with human rights.

 • Effects of social and economic changes: rapid social and economic changes caused by conflicts can have negative effects on the human rights situation in the Involved countries.  These changes can lead to the strengthening of social divisions and further violations of human rights.

 O Example of Afghanistan: In Afghanistan, after the Taliban took over, the rights of women and minorities have been violated, especially in the areas controlled by the Taliban.  Social and economic changes along with political crises have increased poverty and legal restrictions for vulnerable groups.
4.  International instruments for the protection of human rights in conflicts

 Some of the most important international instruments that have been created In the field of human rights and International conflict resolution are:

 • United Nations (UN): The United Nations, through the Security Council and the Human Rights Council, makes efforts to protect human rights during and after conflict.  The various resolutions of the Security Council are especially Important in the field of stopping human rights violations and humanitarian aid.

 The example of Libya: In the Libyan civil war, the United Nations and the Human Rights Commission tried to prevent human rights violations and tried to create diplomatic solutions by imposing sanctions and resolutions.

 • International Court of Justice (ICJ): As the main judicial body of the United Nations, this court plays an important role In resolving international disputes through proceedings and Issuing judgments in the field of human rights.

 O Example of India and Pakistan: The International Court of Justice has played a prominent role in various cases between India and Pakistan, especially regarding human rights violations in Kashmir.

 • International Criminal Courts (ICC): These courts were created to pursue and try war crimes, crimes against humanity and genocide and play a vital role In providing justice at the global level.

 O Example of Darfur (Sudan): The International Criminal Court (ICC) has Investigated human rights violations in Sudan's Darfur and has tried to establish justice by pursuing the perpetrators of severe human rights violations.
5.  Case studies

 For a more detailed analysis of the effects of human rights In solving international conflicts, we will pay attention to some case studies in different countries:

 • The case of Syria: The civil war in Syria and the widespread violation of human rights by all parties to the conflict have caused a humanitarian and political crisis.  International organizations such as the United Nations and the International Criminal Court are trying to help solve this crisis through diplomatic and judicial pressure, but due to the different policies of major governments and implementation challenges, this process is facing many obstacles.

 • The case of Congo: In the Democratic Republic of Congo, human rights have been severely violated in civil conflicts and regional wars.

 

 In the Democratic republic of the Congo, civil conflicts and regional wars have resulted In widespread human rights violations, including massacres, rapes, and other abuses against civilians.  Various armed groups, including anti-government forces and even government forces, have violated human rights.  In this country, the efforts of international organizations such as the United Nations and the World Red Cross to provide humanitarian aid and support human rights are facing many obstacles.  International courts such as the International Criminal Court (ICC) have been particularly active in pursuing war crimes cases in this country, but they face serious challenges In applying justice.  Despite some measures, the human rights situation in the Congo still remains critical and International institutions must do more to stop these violations and Improve the humanitarian situation.
• The case of Yemen: The civil war in Yemen, whichh started in 2014, is one of the most catastrophic humanitarian crises in the Middle East.  In this war, the various parties Involved, including the Houthi forces and the Arab coalition led by Saudi Arabia, have committed severe human rights violations.  These violations include aerial bombardment of civilian areas, the use of chemical weapons, the abduction and abuse of civilians, and the creation of a large-scale humanitarian crisis.  This situation has caused international organizations, including the United Nations and the International Committee of the Red Cross, to work to provide humanitarian aid and protect human rights in this country.  Also, the International Criminal Court (ICC) has launched a wide-ranging investigation into war crimes in Yemen, but the administration of justice and accountability for human rights violations still face many challenges.

 • The case of Palestine: In the Palestinian-Israeli conflict, human rights violations are particularly important in various fields such as the persecution of civilians, the occupation of territories, and the restriction of freedoms In Palestinian areas.  Israel Is under international pressure to stop Its policies towards the Palestinians.  International human rights organizations such as Amnesty International and Human Rights Watch continuously publish reports on human rights violations in this region.  Despite the fact that the International Court of Justice and the United Nations Human Rights Committee have investigated these violations, the political and economic problems in the region have prevented the effective implementation of international laws and the resolution of crises.
• The case of Myanmar: The Rohingya crisis in Myanmar Is one of the worst human rights violations in recent decades.  Since 2017, the brutal persecution of Rohingya Muslims by the Myanmar military has led to massacres, rapes and the displacement of millions.  Global human rights organizations and international courts such as the International Criminal Court (ICC) have started investigations Into war crimes and crimes against humanity, but political and security obstacles have prevented effective results In restoring human rights to the Rohingya people.  This crisis Is one of the clear examples of the failure of the International community to stop severe violations of human rights In war zones.

 

6.  Global challenges In the implementation of human rights in international conflicts

 Despite the extensive efforts of international organizations to support human rights In global conflicts, there are still many challenges that cause many of these actions to remain fruitless.  The most important of these challenges are:

 • Cultural and political differences: many countries do not fully accept the principles of human rights and refuse to implement them due to cultural or political reasons.  This Is especially evident in Internal conflicts or conflicts caused by ethnic and religious issues.
The example of Afghanistan and the Taliban: After the Taliban took over Afghanistan In 2021, the situation of human rights, especially the rights of women and minorities, worsened significantly.  The Taliban have strictly avoided international human rights laws and violated many of the basic rights of the Afghan people.  The International community faces many challenges against these violations, especially since many countries refuse to return the Taliban to the negotiating table and diplomatic pressure for political reasons.

 • Limitation of financial and human resources: many international organizations and human rights institutions cannot effectively intervene in crises due to the limitation of financial and human resources.  Even In cases of very serious humanitarian crises, these restrictions prevent the necessary support from being provided in a timely manner.

 O Example of the Syrian refugee crisis: The Syrian refugee crisis and the problems caused by It are one of the clear examples of the lack of resources.  Despite the basic need for humanitarian assistance, international organizations are faced with a lack of resources and manpower to help millions of refugees.

 • The effects of political and economic pressures: Global policies and political and economic pressures from governments and world powers can fuel human rights violations.  In many cases, political and economic interests are not given priority over human rights.

 O Example of the war in Yemen: The support of some countries to the Arab coalition In the war In Yemen has caused these countries, especially Saudi Arabia and the United Arab Emirates, to be responsible for human rights violations.  Global efforts to end this war have remained incomplete due to political and economic dependencies.

 

7.  Conclusion

 The role of human rights In international conflicts is very important and can act as a main element in the processes of conflict resolution and sustainable peace building.  However, the political, social and administrative challenges that exist in this way prevent the full and effective implementation of these principles.  To overcome these challenges, it Is necessary for the international community to place human rights at the heart of international conflicts through strengthening enforcement mechanisms, diplomatic pressures and increasing global solidarity.

 Finally, experiences and examples such as the crisis In Syria, Yemen, Afghanistan, and Congo show that despite international efforts, there are still important issues such as politicization, weak resources, and implementation limitations that need to be addressed more seriously.  Also, since human rights crises often have global effects, improving the human rights situation in these conflicts requires global cooperation and international institutions.
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
